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Chapter 1 Overview
Eseeker is an APP application based on Bluetooth control and used for

intelligent wireless LED lighting control. Under the premise of enabling
Bluetooth on the mobile phone, within a certain distance range, the phone
can connect to the controller with a built-in Bluetooth module to achieve
wireless communication control of the controller, which is easy to operate.
Main functions:
» Control Panel:

1. Free switching between SD card program modes;

2. Quick one-touch black screen control;

3. Multiple built-in improvisational effects available for use.
» Password Restrictions:
Supporting Password Authentication for Device Addition and Usage
Restrictions to Prevent Malicious Tampering by Others

> Intelligent Dimming:

Through real-time dimming via an RGB color wheel, the brightness
can be adjusted to achieve a more delicate and nuanced lighting

color.

» Basic Settings:
Allows for convenient and quick adjustment of functions such as
brightness, speed, and sound sensitivity.

» Control Hub:

Multiple devices can be controlled through Control Hub.

Chapter 2 Usage Introduction



1.1.Download the APP
® For I0S system: Open the App Store, type in "Eseeker" (ensure it's in
English), locate the relevant APP, and click "Get" to proceed with the

download and installation.
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® Android System:
Method One: Open the app store software, enter "Eseeker ", find the
current app, and click "Get" to download and install.
Method Two: Download the apk file from the seekway official website for
installation.

® HarmonyOS:
Method One: Open the app store software, enter"Eseeker ", find the
current app, and click "Get" to download and install.

1.2. Authorize and turn on Bluetooth

After opening the APP, authorization settings are required. The operation steps are as follows:

1. Allow the APP to request access to your

For Android

system phones, you also need to enable "GPS" location services, otherwise, the Bluetooth devices may not

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1.3.*Important Notices and Precautions

® Mobile System Support:

Generally, the program can operate smoothly on mainstream mobile devices with corresponding systems
such as Android, 10S, and HarmonyOS. I0S supports version 14.5 and above, but it does not support
Windows system or OS system,

® Communication Connection:

1. Bluetooth connection communication between devices is related to the performance of the mobile
phone, and there are also limitations due to hardware restrictions and the lifespan of some older phones.
For better connection and usage, it is recommended that the APP's Control Hub connect to no more than 5
devices at the same time; otherwise, some devices may not connect properly.

2. During multi-device Control Hub, the APP sends commands in a queuing mechanism, sending
instructions to each device in sequence. Please wait patiently.

3. In multi-device Control Hub, the APP transmits a large amount of data to the devices, and there may be
a small number of cases where data is lost or incomplete during transmission. If this occurs, please reset the

data for device control.



4. Closing the APP will automatically disconnect the Bluetooth connection between devices. However,

turning off the screen of your mobile phone will not disconnect the Bluetooth connection.

® APP Usage:

Unless necessary, please do not delete the APP lightly, as it will clear all local data of the APP, and you will

need to re-add all devices and Control Hubs. Please proceed with caution.
